On the dam map, users can create dam features that are associated with the current dam by going to the
‘Features” sub-tab on the mapping page. Here, they can select a dam feature from the drop-down list.

When adding a new feature, the user will be able to choose from one or more shape types available for
the dam feature type, and then should select “draw” in order to start drawing in their feature. The
drawing instructions for each feature type are as follows:

e Point — Click once on the map to drop the point.

e Line — Click once on the map to start the line, click for each desired vertex, and double click to
finish the line.

e Polygon — Click once on the map to start the polygon, click for each desired vertex, and double
click to finish the polygon.

e Circle — Click once on the map where the desired center of the circle would be, hold the click
and drag to desired diameter. Release the click to finish the circle.

e Buffer — After selecting buffer from the drop-down list, enter in the desired buffer distance in the
“Distance” field and then select “Draw.” The buffer distance will apply to each side of the line
that the user draws. For example, if the user enters a distance of 10 feet, the resulting shape will
be 20 feet in width. Users can draw the same as they would with a line, and double click to finish
the draw.

e Vertices can be dragged after the initial shape drawing, to create the desired shape.

After drawing the shape, users must enter in a name, may enter a description, and then select “Save” to
complete the creation process.
